TREASURER’S REPORT

For the 2008 Fiscal Year

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

This discussion will officially focus on the 2008 calendar and fiscal year but due to the fact
that 2009 is nearly half over and virtually all memberships have been collected it will also be
necessary 10 feature 2009 as well

| was acclaimed Treasurer for our Committee at last year's AGM. | must at this time commend
my predecessor Don Buchanan's work before me. The transition was smooth and few quernies
were needed to maintain continuity

Starting with the 2008 balance sheet we first discuss our cash position. By that we mean not
only our bank account bul our certificates of deposit. The latter were purchased in the past
when cash batances were higher than our immediate needs. Our position improved slightly
due simply o the random nature of our expenditures over last year. Dues and membership
did not increase dramatically. Since our cash is our only asset and we had no liabilities at
year-end its $8,042 is also our accumulated surplus figure

Our total revenues and expenditures also did not change radically in amount since 2007
although individual accounts may vary. (In reviewing the figures, please note that some of the
2007 comparative details are unknown to me so have been omitted), Memberships went up
$350 or 10%. The interational competition entry fees do vary considerably from year to year,
but since the revenue in here equals the expense out (save for service charges and
exchange), it does not affect our surplus,

IWF national fees were probably paid since we were allowed to lift at the worlds but the
amount was not claimed as an expense Whoever was responsible for this favour can still
come forward and get re-imbursed.

Travel assistance was up nearly twice that of 2007, Since the $1,160 was divided up among
36 people, that works out to about $32 each. While these payments were meant 1o alleviate
some of their travel costs it must be observed that with as many as three big meets annually
with their associated air, hotel and food costs, this amount is very Insignificant with regard to
easing the financial burdens. More later

Our surplus for 2008 was $874 compared to $1,200 last year, proving that we were able to
stay within our means. Moving into 2009 we have more good news. Memberships have
remained constant at $4.000 so far (few are expected after the Nationals) while our bank
balance is now a littie over $12,000. The certificates of deposit are both now cashed in. Our
banker recommended against rolling them over due to the near-zero interest rates currently

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servicing them while tying up our money. With that being the case all Of our assets are now, in
20089, accounted for by the bank account alone.

As you have all noticed, apart from one hard issue we have moved the newsletier over to the
web site, saving time, effort and especially dollars (nearly $1,000 yearly). We had considered
making the site available to members only, to give added value 1o a membership. But in the

With that it has become apparent that we are now taking in more money than we really need.
There is little point in building up our bank account for no good reason. We should be frying 1o
match future revenues with their corresponding expenses. In closing what | would like to do is
to make two proposais:

1) that we set aside about $4,000 as deferred membership revenues for those who have
paid 20098 dues. This will pay for everyone’s 2010 dues. In a year's time we can
revisit this issue o see if it may be advisable to lower our dues if present pattemn
continue or keep then at $50 if we discover that new expenses materialize.

2) that travel assistance be discontinued. | believe that the deferral of $50 dues for every
2008 member will be more useful to the membership than a loken travel
reimbursement, not to mention being a lot easier to administer

As you have noticed, we have gone to e-mailing membership bilingual certificates. This has
saved a lot of bureaucratic time but is not without some problems for those without computer
access. | am also proposing that membership certificates be sent to a designated location for
those with no e-mail capabilities.

We also have a problem with determining that our Masters members are ailso members of
their Provincial Associations. In addition | would like to make a third proposal. That is to have
Provincial Secretaries supplying their members with our Masters applications, which would
only be available for those already Provincial members. They could attest to this on the form.

It has been my pleasure to serve Canada's Masters for the last year and look forwarded to
2010 and after.
